In the History of Modern Philosophy you will develop the skills needed to write and speak effectively about major
themes and figures of 17th- and 18th-century philosophy (Descartes, Hobbes, Spinoza, Leibniz, Locke, Berkeley,

Hume, Kant). This means being able to identify issues, explain the reasoning behind positions and arguments,
evaluate objections raised against those arguments, and formulate replies to those objections.
